Charlottenborg Spring Exhibition MM XXI

7 Mar—4 Apr 2021

As 1s tradition, Kunsthal Charlottenborg hosts the Charlottenborg
Spring Exhibition — one of the most important open, censored
exhibitions in Europe. Since 1857, the Charlottenborg Spring
Exhibition has exhibited a wide range of genres within visual art,
architecture, design and craft. The exhibition offers a significant
number of artists the chance to present their works to the wider
public and has constituted the first important step for many young
artists over the years on the path towards a professional career.

The Charlottenborg Spring Exhibition 2021 received

artistic contributions from 654 applicants. Of these, 36 have
progressed to the final exhibition at Kunsthal Charlottenborg.
The artists primarily come from the Scandinavian countries,
but contributions have also arrived from countries including
Chile, the USA, and Canada. The span of media, practices,
and exhibition history is extensive, which has generated an
interesting, eccentric, and welcoming exhibition.

The works presented at the Charlottenborg Spring Exhibition
2021 1s selected by a jury comprised of the artists’ group A
Kassen, visual artist Nina Beier, visual artist Marie Lund,
architect Martin Marker, and designer Iben Hgj. This year we
have reintroduced the physical censoring round to give the
jury better insight and do the individual works justice, thus
maintaining the high quality of this exhibition.

Moreover, A Kassen has been asked to curate the exhibition.

The curatorial collaboration is the first of several collaborative
projects with external curators envisaged over the coming

years, signifying a strong desire to open up and renegotiate the
potential of the Spring Exhibition and to augment the censored
format, so that the Charlottenborg Spring Exhibition will
continue to be an interesting and important watering hole for art.

In consultation with the Charlottenborg Foundation’s two new
collaborative partners, Politikens Forhal and Deep Forest Art
Land, the jury has selected this year’s winners of the Solo Award
and the newly established Deep Forest Art Land Award. This
year’s Talent Award is exclusively motivated and awarded by
this year’s jury.

Last year’s Solo Award winner, Niels Ostergaard Munk, takes
part in this year’s exhibition with the film installation Lige efter
krigen var jeg sikker pa, at jeg kunne finde stedet (Just After the
War, I Was Sure I Could Find the Place). The film concretises a
historical view of the world, attempting to expose its duplicity.
The work portrays the young couple Ib and Helle, who studied
at the Academy during the German occupation and were

deeply engaged in the resistance movement. Time and space
are upended, showing up contours, ideas, and emotions from a
perspective very unlike our customary perception of time.
